Staying Safe

Being Healthy & Staying Safe

suggestions came out of our discussions:

Heathy Eating

the food on sale so that the students can make 
sensible choices.

All parents agreed that this is very important and 
favoured the Academy’s approach which invites 
professionals in to talk about sexual health to 
students.
